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Bathroom makeover

Step 2 Use a screwdriver to gently 
lever any tap fitting surrounds away 
from the wall (see above).    

Step 3 Use your cutting-in brush to 
carefully paint the outside edge of the 
feature wall. Take it slowly and don't 
overload your brush with paint. Start 
painting about 5cm inside of where 
you want the final painted edge to 
be, before gently moving the brush 
towards it. 

Step 4 Fill in the rest of the feature 
wall surface using a roller.  

Step 5 Allow to dry before applying  
a second coat. Ensure second coat is  
dry before using the bathoom!

tip: If you aren't confident cutting  
in, protect the edges with low-tack 
masking tape.
