Top tips for choosing colours
●  Exterior light tends to wash out colours.  
If in doubt opt for a slightly darker colour.
●  Inside it’s the opposite. More of a colour 
makes it seem more intense.
●  The same neutral colour can look 
different in every room. When testing 
colours, always paint all of the Resene 
testpot onto A2 card leaving a border 
around the edge and then move it from 
room to room at different times of the 
day. This will give you the best idea of 
how it will look in your home.
●  If you are looking for a subtle effect, 
create a tone-on-tone colour palette with 
the Resene Whites & Neutrals collection, 
which has up to six strengths of each 
colour. Choose your favourite Resene 
white or neutral and vary the strength 
and sheen level, use half or full-strength 
on the walls in Resene SpaceCote Low 
Sheen, full or double-strength on the 
doors and trim in Resene Lustacryl semi-
gloss and quarter or eighth-strength on 
the ceiling in Resene SpaceCote Flat.
