You will need:

o Artists’ brushes
(1 small and 1 large)
e Clean cloth
¢ Old wooden tennis racket
e Resene Aquaclear gloss
e Resene Quick Dry

Toys and Games
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e Resene testpots of Resene Lucifer
and Resene Teal Blue
e Sandpaper
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Step one

Remove any old tape and
stickers from the tennis
racket frame.
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Step five

Continue applying one
coat of Resene Quick Dry
to the remainder of the
tennis racket frame using
the larger artists’ brush.
Allow to dry.

Sand the tennis racket
frame to remove any gum
residue from the tape
