Wipe off any dust from the terracotta pot with a damp cloth and allow
to dry. If the pot has been outside for any length of time it may be
necessary to treat it with Resene Moss and Mould killer.

STEP 3

Turn the pot over and apply one coat of
Resene Terracotta sealer to the inside and top
rim of the pot. Allow to dry.

STEP 2

Apply one coat of Resene Terracotta sealer to
the outside and underneath of the pot.

STEP 5

Apply a second coat of Resene Alabaster
to the outer rim and inner rim of the pot.
Allow two hours to dry.

STEP 6

Mask off the outer rim, as shown,
using low-tack masking tape.

STEP 4

Apply one coat of Resene Alabaster to the
outside and inner rim of the pot, as shown.
Allow two hours to dry.

STEP 7

Apply one coat of Resene Wild Thing to the
outside of the pot, as shown. Allow two hours
for the first coat to dry.

HEN

STEP 8

Apply a second coat of Resene Wild
Thing to the outside of the pot, as shown.

STEP 9

Carefully remove the low-tack masking tape
before the second coat has dried. Allow two
hours to dry.

STEP 10

Plant up with good quality potting mix and
winter potted colour.
