On the stringer, cut two parallel 35-
degree cuts 240mm apart. The angle
cut at the top allows rainwater to run
off; the bottom one prevents rainwater
from hanging at the opening.

Step 2

For the viewing door, make a cut
8-10mm in from the wide edge, cut
three-quarters of the way down the
piece of wood. Then cut the door piece
