•	 Wooden picture frame

Step six
Apply one coat of Resene 
Porsche to the front and 
side edges of the frame 
and allow two hours to 
dry.

Step seven
Apply two coats of 
Resene Bullion to the 
front and side edges of 
the frame, allowing two 
hours for each coat to dry.

Step eight
Apply three coats of 
Resene Aquaclear to the 
front and side edges of 
the frame. Allow two 
hours for each coat to dry.

Step five
Apply one generous coat 
of Resene Sandtex to the 
front and side edges of 
the frame, dabbing the 
paint to create a textured 
look. Allow to dry.

Step two
Wipe off any sanding 
residue with a clean 
cloth.

Step three
Apply one coat of Resene 
Quick Dry to the wooden 
frame and allow to dry 
for two hours.

Step one
Lightly sand the wooden 
frame.

Textured gilt frame
Create this fabulous 
textured gilt frame 

using a clever 
combination of 
Resene paints.

To get the look:

Mark painted the 
background wall with 

Resene SpaceCote 
Flat tinted to Resene 

Quarter Cararra.

Step four
Carefully stir the Resene 
Sandtex.
