Step six
Apply one coat of Resene 
Porsche to the concrete 
lion and allow two hours 
to dry.

Step seven
Apply two coats of 
Resene Bullion to the 
concrete lion, allowing 
two hours for each coat 
to dry.

Step eight
Apply three coats of 
Resene Concrete Clear 
to the concrete lion, 
allowing two hours for 
each coat to dry.

Step five
Apply one coat of Resene 
Sureseal to the concrete 
lion and allow three 
hours to dry. Clean brush 
in mineral turpentine.

Step two
Soak the concrete lion 
with the solution and 
leave for 48 hours.

Step three
Mix one part Resene Paint 
Prep and Housewash to 
three parts clean water.

Step one
Mix one part Resene 
Moss & Mould Killer to 
five parts clean water.
