* PVA glue Trinidad

Step one
Glue the cat cut-out to the lid of the box with PVA glue
and allow to dry.

Step two
Apply one coat of Resene Quick Dry to the box and cat
shape and allow to dry for two hours.

Step three

Apply two coats of Resene Mariner to the box, painting
around the cat shape, as shown. Allow two hours for
each coat to dry.

Step four
Paint the cat with two coats of Resene Trinidad and allow
to dry. That's so cool!
