
Step one
Paint the bangle with one coat of Resene Quick Dry and 
allow to dry for two hours.

Step two
Paint the bangle with two coats of Resene Mandy, 
allowing two hours for each coat to dry.

Step three
Apply one coat of Resene Art Action Gold Effects to the 
outside of the bangle and allow two hours to dry.

Step four
Paint the bangle with one coat of Resene Art Action 
glaze, allowing two hours to dry. How gold-tastic is 
that?!
