Top tip:

You might need to pour
a little of the Resene Art
Action Glaze into another
pot if there's not enough
space to add and mix the
glitter.

Step one

Wash and dry the jam jar
thoroughly and then lightly sand
the outside with sandpaper —
this will help the paint to stick.

Step four

Carefully dribble Resene So
Cool down the side of the jar, as
shown. Allow at least two hours
for paint to dry.
