Step one

Lightly sand the
laminated surface of the
stool to provide a ‘key'.
Wipe off any sanding
dust with a clean cloth.

Step five

Apply a coat of PVA glue
to the top of the seat,
brushing to create an
even layer, as shown.

In Australia:

Step two

Apply one coat of Resene
Waterborne Smooth
Surface Sealer to the
stool legs and underside
of the seat and allow two
hours to dry.

Step six

Press the seat down
onto the piece of fabric
and staple around the
underside  edge, as
shown.

Apply two coats of
Resene Black to the
underside of the seat,
allowing two hours for
each coat to dry.

Apply two coats of
Resene Black to the stool
legs, allowing two hours
for each coat to dry.

Step eight

Fix the legs to the stool
using the screws and
allen key provided.
