Step five

Stain the garden stakes
with one coat of Resene
Fern Frond and allow to
dry for 24 hours. Apply
a second coat and allow
to dry.

In Australia:

Attach two of the 600mm
lengths to two of the
1200mm lengths to form
a rectangle, fixing with
40mm nails and PVA
glue. Use the set square
to ensure the corners are
at right angles.
